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AB 255(De Leon) Air pollution: Clean Air and
Energy Independence Fund: smog
abatement fee.

Summary: Would create the Clean Air and
Energy Independence Fund, and would
continuously appropriate moneys in the fund to
the state board to be used towards specified
purposes, including incentives for purchasers of
vehicles powered by clean alternative fuels or
other efficient technologies . The bili would
require the siate board, in consultation with the
State Energy Resources Conservation and
Development Commission, to submit an annual
report to the Legislature on expenditures from
the Clean Air and Energy Independence Fund.
This bill contains other related provisions and
other existing laws.

AB 462(Villines) Vehicle: license plates.

Summary: Would require the Commissioner of
the California Highway Patrol to approve the
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utilization of these license plates to a vehicle
that is a 1963 to 1969, inclusive, model year
vehicle, or a commercial vehicle or pickup truck
that is a 1963 to 1972, inclusive, model year
vehicle prior o the issuance of those plates for
that vehicle.

AB 468(Ruskin) Vebhicles:
abandoned vehicles.

Summary: Would authorize the service
authority to use the fees imposed, as well as
the moneys received from the Abandoned
Vehicle Trust Fund for the costs associated with
the enforcement of the ordinance adopted by
the service authority . The service authority
would be prohibited from offsetting the costs of
vehicles towed under authorities other than the
ordinance adopted by the service authority or
when the costs are recovered by another
provision of law. The service authority would be
authorized to carry forward unexpended money
in a fiscal year to the following fiscal year for the
abandoned vehicle abatement program upon
agreement with its member agencies. The
service authority would be prohibited from
carrying out an abandoned vehicle abatement
from private property unless a 10-day notice
has been issued for the abandoned vehicle and
that period has expired. This bill contains other
related provisions and other existing laws.

AB 493(Ruskin) Motor vehicle greenhouse
gas emissions: incentive program.

Summary: Would require the state board to
create and implement a clean vehicle incentive
program meeting specified requirements, that
would provide rebates to, and require
surcharges from, purchasers of new motor
vehicles based on the vehicles' greenhouse gas

AB 616(Jones) Smog check: annual
inspection: repair assistance program.

Summary: Would require the depariment to
incorporate annual inspection of motor vehicles
15 or greater model years old into the motor
vehicle inspection and maintenance program by
July 1, 2008, and would require funds
generated through additional inspection fees to
be deposited into the High Poliuter Repair or
Removal Account. Because violations of the
smog check program are a crime, the bill would
impose a state-mandated local program. This
bill contains other related provisions and other
existing laws.

R. COLE: As | have said before, if it is
another SMOG law, it is not in our favor.
Over regulating and increasing SMOG

AB 619(Emmerson) Vehicle

amnesty program.

Summary: Would require the Department of
Motor Vehicles to develop and administer a
vehicle registration amnesty program for vehicles
that have been previously registered or classified
incorrectly. A participant in the program would be
required to complete an amnesty application with
the department, signed under penalty of perjury,
by December 31, 2008. Because a violation of
this provision would expand the scope of the
ctime of perjury, this bill would impose a state-
mandated local program. This bill contains other
related provisions and other existing laws.

AB 1488(Mendoza) Air pollution: smog check
program: lightweight diesel vehicles.

Summary: Would require the Bureau of
Automotive Repair, on or before January 1, 2009,
in consultation with the state board, to develop
and adopt, by regulation, a 2-year pilot program
to integrate lightweight diesel vehicles into the
smog check program. Under the bill, diesel
vehicles less than 14,000 pounds would be
eligible for the pilot program, although vehicle
owners would not be subject to disciplinary action
based on the test results. The bill would require
the bureau, in consultation with the state board,
to prepare and submit to the Governor and the
Legislature a report on the pilot program on or
before January 1, 2011, and, on or before July 1,
2012, a recommendation for the permanent
deployment of a lightweight diesel vehicle smog
program .

Pollution Control
vehicles.

Summary: Would impose a state-mandated local
program by requiring the district to develop and
administer, in consultation with the state board, a
voluntary program to remove high poliuter
vehicles within the district by exchanging high
poliuter vehicles in the district for donated
vehicles, as provided. The bill would require the
district to certify that the exchange of any 2
vehicles results in quantified lower net emissions.
The bill would limit the program to 200 vehicle
exchanges annually. The bill would authorize the
district to use any interest generated from the
funds allocated to the district from the Traffic
Congestion Relief Fund, upon appropriation, for
