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World War II Calls for Stockings and Turns 
a Woman’s Role Into a Leader

When World War II broke out life changed very quickly.  
Immediate shortages of everything made it diffi cult to 
decide what was really necessary to purchase, even 
where food was concerned.  Metals used for jewelry 
were requested for the war effort and were replaced with 
alternative material.  Hooks, eyes, and zippers became 
scarce as well.  Manufacturers put a halt on all products 
that were not mandated for the war.  The country seemed 
to agree with Vogue’s stance of “Make do and mend”.  
Lady Diana Cooper and Norman Parkinson, two leading 
British fashion names, went into pig farming and “digging 
for victory”.  Children were also summoned to help the war 
effort by bringing quarters to school to purchase victory 
stamps and fi ll their 16-
stamp book to support 
the war. 
Due to the shortage of 
stockings leg make-up 
became quite the thing.  
Women wore socks for 
casual wear and washed 
out their stockings at 
night.  As time went on 
this no longer became 
an option and women 
were reduced to making 
up their legs with 
cosmetics and drawing 
a line down the back 
of their calf to look like 
a seam.  Step-by-step 
guides were provided 
in women’s magazines and national press, with tricks like 
using clothes pegs to keep one’s garment out of harm’s 
way.  In Britain some girls used gravy browning or tea 
bags to achieve the necessary tan.  

The war brought a change in attitude causing many 
playboys and party girls of the 30’s to dress down, even 
in uniform like most others.  A new patriotism existed and 
lasted well after the war.  Fashionable American infl uence 
made a quick breakthrough to Europe with the nylon 
stockings and chewing gum offered to them.  
Women had more of a leading role during World War 
II.  After World War I congress passed laws prohibiting 
women’s military service, except as nurses.  With 
legislation passing these laws during World War II women 
were getting called to assist with everything from munitions 
and aircraft building to actual service.  The Women’s 
Army Corps (WACS), the Women’s Reserves of the Navy 
(WAVES), the Coast Guard Women’s Reserves (SPARS), 
and a women’s reserve in the Marines were created.  

Women in corps became clerical workers, parachute 
packers, pilot instructors, airplane mechanics, record 
keepers, and more.  Members of the Women’s Auxiliary 
Ferrying Squadron (WAFS) and the Women’s Airforce 
Service Pilots (WASPS) fl ew military aircraft from factories 
to bases, tested and repaired planes, and taught fl ight and 
gunnery to male students.  Out with the stockings and in 
with the new woman who could take care of herself, her 
family, and provide for the war.  

World War I brought about so many changes and World 
War II brought even more changes to America.  With 
something so detrimental to our country comes bravery 

and sacrifi ce, but 
also a turning point 
for fashion, everyday 
living, attitudes toward 
life, and appreciation.  
Without hard times we 
take things for granted.  
Without the hard times 
we stay stagnant.  As 
we enter into troubling 
times today and in the 
future know it is all 
for a purpose and will 
deliver us to a better 
environment and better 
life.  Without the war 
women would not have 
had the opportunity to 
show their abilities to 

work as men did.  Without the war unity, support, and 
caring among people who have never met would not exist.  
It is a lesson well learned in the most unfortunate set of 
circumstances, but it is necessary.  

I fi nd it amazing how people today try to replicate the 
fashion of the past eras.  I remember seeing three ladies 
at a car show with tattooed stocking lines down the back 
of their legs.  I admire their effort to bring back that fashion 
and remember the times when someone had to sacrifi ce 
their wardrobe for a greater cause.  I only hope the current 
trends today that replicate the times during hardship are 
recognized and appreciated.  I am the fi rst to say thank 
you ladies for giving me so many opportunities that would 
not have been possible if your efforts were not recognized.  
I am a better person with a wonderful life because of your 
courage and skill.
